For the past 5 years the World Sacred Music Festival – a registered charity – has brought musicians from different faiths around the world together for inspirational music-making that sets out to bring hope and harmony, and to foster peace in our communities. Tibetan Buddhist Monks, a Native American flautist, Sufi whirling dervishes, Indian sitar players and Jewish singers have shared stages with a diverse array of UK-based performers, from all-female Muslim group Ulfah Arts to the world famous London Community Gospel Choir. 

Recently we’ve also taken artists into local schools, hospitals and prisons to give inspirational workshops and performances. From small beginnings the festival has grown into a distinctive, wide-reaching, international event which truly makes a difference.

At present the festival is run entirely by volunteers. However, the cost of putting on the festival continues to grow. We have so far received funding from Arts Council England, South East and Brighton & Hove City Council, and donations from supportive local businesses. But competition for funding is increasing and we are now exploring alternative ways of raising money to ensure our survival.

We aim to raise £15,000 through donations and sponsorship and we are appealing to you to support us in any way you can.
